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ATS Program Management
The Australian Technology Showcase supports the commercialisation of innovative technologies that are market-ready and with international market potential, by established Australian SMEs.
The ATS is managed by state government departments in Queensland and New South Wales, which provide access to relevant state government industry and innovation development programs. 

Eligibility

The program is open to SMEs (Small and Medium Enterprises) with less than 200 employees with an established, trading business structure, registered in the state where the application is submitted, with majority Australian ownership and with less than $10m turnover in the technology you’re seeking to have admitted to the showcase. 
The technology should be beyond prototype, and currently being supplied to customers.  There should be a measurable opportunity for the technology in identified international markets and there should be a clear commercialisation pathway.
This membership application form asks you to provide specific information relating to 7 criteria:

1. Clearly Innovative

2. Intellectual Property

3. Scientifically Credible

4. Significant Local Content

5. Commercially Attractive

6. Demonstrably Marketable and Exportable

7. Socially and Environmentally Beneficial

Assessment
Your application will be pre-assessed by the ATS program management team in your state.  Application forms that satisfactorily address all criteria, and which are accompanied with all necessary attachments including referees reports, will be forwarded to a panel of independent industry experts.  Assessment by the panel of independent industry experts typically takes several weeks from receipt of completed application form and supporting documents.

The questions are in direct reference to the 7 criteria listed above.  Your application should specifically answer each question.  Cut-and-paste responses from business plans or other grant applications are generally unhelpful to the assessment panel.

Additional Information Required
In addition to addressing the selection criteria, the application must include the independent referee’s reports (see Referees Reports section below) and a current Balance Sheet and P&L.

Additional information to support the application may include:
· a current business plan, including a current export plan and commercialisation strategy relating to the technology; 

· photos, technical diagrams, and video of trial sites;

Referees Reports
Application to ATS membership should be accompanied by 2 independent referee reports. Neither of the referees can hold a pecuniary interest in the company.  If the technology has been supported under the Commercial Ready, Comet, or Commercialisation Australia programs, only one referee’s report is required. 
The specific questions to be asked of referees can be found at the ATS website (http://ats.business.gov.au/Pages/HowToApply/HowToApply-NSW.aspx). Note:  The assessors may contact your referees during their assessment.
Submitting Your Application
Applicants must complete and sign the Declaration at the end of the Membership Application Form. The Declaration requires the applicant to agree to abide by the Terms and Conditions of Membership, including the ATS Disclaimer.
